Out Net Zero Transport team is working
with Transport Scotland to assist local
authorities expand their EV charging
networks.

Attracting private sector investment is
key to bringing about this transition,
and our team has developed guidance
and templates based on a ‘concession’
type contract which are all available on
our website.

To complement the guidance, we’ve
filmed four videos which highlight
important factors local authorities
need to consider to deliver new EV
chargepoint infrastructure.
